Clause 16   ENGAGEMENT OF FUNDS

16.1 At the end of every financial year the accounts of the Association shall have an audit or a review engagement as determined by MFNZ council in accordance with the relevant standards of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of New Zealand. The Annual Financial Statement will then be delivered to the Registrar as required by the Act.

16.2 A Chartered Accountant shall be appointed at the AGM for the

purpose of audit or review engagement.

Rationale

The treasurer explained that Audits carried out for free or  for nominal charges were getting harder to gain. A full charge would be in the $3-4,000 range.  The addition of the “or review engagement ” provided a robust alternative procedure which was robust and provided a suitable level of protection for the association, but required less of the Auditor, so incurring lower audit fees in future. General Business
Graham Main sought clarification on the importation by members of R/C equipment that may not comply with NZ regulations. The Chairman explained it was illegal to operate transmitters that did not meet compliance requirements (NZ 4261 & EN220), and infringement fines were heavy.

Importers are required to provide significant documentation to gain compliance.

MFW Magazine Jack Godfrey suggested that more articles on the construction of models would be valuable. Some general discussion on the content of MFW followed.
